WHAT IS THE GOSPEL? 
(1 Corinthians 15:3b–4 ESV) That Christ died for our sins in accordance with the 
Scriptures, that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day in accordance 
with the Scriptures.

HOW IS A PERSON SAVED?  
(Acts 16:31a ESV) And they said, “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved.”

DO I HAVE SAVING FAITH? 
(Hebrews 10:39 LSB) But we are not of those who shrink back to destruction, but 
of those who have faith to the preserving of the soul.
